	“A Mitzvah is a Jewish word for a good deed.” Repeat back what it means. What is a good deed? 
When I know she understands a good deed move on.

	Bundle
	What is a bundle? (If having trouble answering bring up slide show)

	Why is Sophia worried?
	Mrs. Goldman’s hair is blowing and her ears are pink. She gave her hat to Mrs. Chen. How is that a good deed? What does that say about Mrs. Goldman? 

How does Sophia feel about Mrs. Goldman not having a hat?

	How does Sophia feel about knitting?
	Expected response: It is hard. 

	8
	What do you think Sophia will do with the yarn?
	Child can reply as she wishes. A great reply would be “Make something with the yarn” or “Make a hat for Mrs. Goldman”

	What does fret mean?

	Fierce
	What does fierce mean?

	Why is Sophia knitting so much?
	Expected response: “She wants to make a hat quickly for Mrs. Goldman.”

	17
	What do you predict Sophia will do?
	Expected response: “Try to make a new hat.” Or “Give up” or “Give it to her anyway.”

	18
	Abuela
	Abuela means grandmother in Spanish.

	19
	Use the picture on the page to predict how Sophia will fix the hat. 
	Expected response: “There are pom-poms all over the page, maybe she will use those.”

	26
	Exclaim
	What does exclaim mean?

	How does Mrs. Goldman feel when she gets the hat?
	She is happy. She feels good

	How does Sophia feel when she gives Mrs. Goldman the hat?

	Teacher directions and activities to prepare students for writing 

Show pages from book as teacher talks:

In this book the girl faced a challenge when she was knitting a hat. 

Instead of giving up, she was creative and fixed the hat using creativity.
Because she did not give up she was able to give Mrs. Goldman a hat!



	Prompt: Draw a picture of a time you had trouble completing something or making something. Then write one or two sentences about that time. 

	Scoring notes or Sample response:

To receive a perfect score:

Sentence(s) has punctuation at the end. 
Sentence(s) matches the picture.

Sentence(s) describes a challenge.

Sample Response:

I was learning to swim and almost gave up but kept trying.
I was doing math that was hard. I finished it. 


	Differentiation Options (modify by content, process, and/or final product)
 

	 
English Language Learners (ELL)
	Use slide-show with visuals for every tier 2 and 3 vocabulary word. Refer back to visuals when reading the new words in the book.
Provide audio version of book to listen to ahead of time. 

Print out questions that will be asked. 

Translate key words in the questions into native language if possible. 

Emphasize pictures that depict the sentences in the book. 

	 
Language learner disabilities
	Use slide-show with visuals for every tier 2 and 3 vocabulary word. Refer back to visuals when reading the new words in the book. 
Blend and chunk sounds.
Re-read the book with teacher or peer.
