	Key Understanding:  Be Careful what you wish for
Students will understand literary elements plot. In that a plot is the sequence of related events in a story that revolves around a conflict, or a struggle between opposing forces and follows a structure or pattern: exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution).
Students will develop the reading skill of making predictions. A prediction is a logical idea about what will happen. To make predictions, students will pay attention to story details and use their prior knowledge of prior stories and human nature to predict events and how characters in a story will act.

	Before Reading

	Cultural Supports, Building Background
Teacher will read a brief passage about the author W.W. Jacobs and then read the background for the story: The British View of India. India was a British colony form the late 1700’s till 1947. “The Monkey’s Paw tells a story about a strange object that arrives in England from India. Many soldiers who would come back to England would bring back mysterious tales about India’s culture, some of it untrue. Before long, India came to represent the mysterious and supernatural.


	Connecting Activity: (Questions, Conversation about topic):

To activate prior knowledge, ask students if they ever heard the expression; “Be careful what you wish for?” Have students share what they think the sentence means. Then ask why someone should be careful about wishing. Provide an example if students are having difficulty.


	Genre Set-Up, Bridging Conversation, Think-Aloud, Setting Purpose 
(What strategy are you highlighting in your lesson)

Pass out a copy of the Literary Analysis and Reading Skill handout. The literary Analysis part explains plot and the patterns that most stories follow. Ask students to share a favorite popular movie and use the example to discuss and demonstrate each element of plot. If the teacher isn’t familiar with the movie use a movie that is popular, such as “Star Wars.”
The reading skill will involve making predictions. Ask students when watching a movie or reading a story if they are able to predict what may happen next and have them give an example.

Teacher should model this strategy first. At the end of the story have ask students, What predictions that you made were correct? What helped you make these correct predictions?

	Questioning
	As the teacher and students are reading use reading checks/guiding questions to assess reading comprehension and elements of plot(listed in order of the story):

1. What important background information(exposition) about the characters and their home is given in the first paragraph?

2. Where has the sergeant major been for twenty-one years? 

3. The sergeant major tells the whites the history of the monkey’s paw. What part of the plot is this? (use the terms from the elements of plot to answer the question)

4. What is the first wish Mr. White makes?

5. What information does the stranger give to Mr. and Mrs. White?

6. What is the second wish?

7. How does the difference between what Mr. and Mrs. White are trying to do bring events to a climax?
8. Who do you think is outside the White’s door?

· How does the new person get the monkeys paw?

· How will he or she learn about the history of the monkey’s paw?

· What does this person have, and what does he or she want?
· Will this person make a wish?

· What consequences will this person’s wishes bring?
