	Before Reading

	Cultural Supports, Building Background
Student may not know that not everyone in the world is able to get an education.  Tell student that they will be reading about someone who fought for her right for an education.  Show student one-minute youtube video “Malala Day” (Teachers of young students may want to preview video first).  https://youtu.be/ZrXVLN1kTtE (CCSS SL.6.1).  Tell student that Malala was shot for standing up for what she believed in but that she survived.  Student may not know she was shot, the video does not point this out, however it states it in the book.


	Connecting Activity: (Questions, Conversation about topic):
Display visuals of different superheros.  Ask student who their favorite superhero is.  Have student draw their favorite superhero. Have student list characteristics (adjectives) of their superhero.  Tell student that some people consider Malala a hero. Discuss differences between a superhero and a hero. 


	Genre Set-Up, Bridging Conversation, Think-Aloud, Setting Purpose 

(What strategy are you highlighting in your lesson)
Before reading the story, show student page 3.  Tell student that this story is written in the form of a letter to Malala.  Ask student why a letter would be written to Malala.  As we read, listen to words in the story that make Malala a hero.  During reading, point out words such as leader and courage.  Review Tier 2 vocabulary words by showing the word, reading the definition, and showing the picture while giving an example beyond the story.

Prediction  


	Show student a map of  the world, point out where Pakistan is.  Tell student that is where Malala lives. 
Ask student if they have ever received an award.  Then ask if anyone has heard about the Nobel Peace Prize.  Explain that it is one of the most important awards that anyone can receive.  The prizes honor people anywhere in the world who have done outstanding work in the areas of physics, chemistry, medicine, literature, peace, and economics.  
Discuss differences between a superhero and a hero.  
Show student picture on page 3.  Ask student why they think there is a picture with a hand writing a letter and the words “Dear Malala” under it.  (See Bridging Conversation above)

	Teacher directions and activities to prepare students for writing 
1. Read the prompt to student.

2. Show student work of superhero picture and list of characteristics.

3. Remind student the difference between a hero and a superhero.

4. Go over parts of a friendly letter (opening, body, closing).

5. Pass out letter writing template to student.


	Prompt:  Malala is considered a hero to many.  Think about who your hero is.  You are going to nominate your hero to receive an award.  Write a letter to that person saying why they are your hero and why you nominate them.  Make sure to use at least 3 vocabulary words.

	· Student will be given vocabulary words, with definitions (translated in their language) and pictures, to help with writing activity

· Student will be given a list of openings and closings to choose from (ex. Dear, Hello,Sincerely, Regards, Yours Truly)

· For superhero activity, student will be provided a list of characteristics with pictures, to choose from

· Give student more wait time to answer questions

· Student may be allowed to write in their own language first, then translate some important words/phrases

· For Spanish speaking students, show Spanish video of Malala to provide background information 

	 
Language learner disabilities
	· For those hearing impaired, subtitles are available on YouTube video

· Student will be given sentence starters to help write their letters

· For superhero activity, student will be provided a list of characteristics with pictures, student may point to or circle characteristics

· Students may focus on using just one vocabulary word in their letter
