	“Baked”
Make a connection
	“What does it mean that the field is baked? Have you ever baked something? What happens when you bake something?” The teacher will get the student to realize when they bake something it is hot, so the grass is “baking” in the sun and is hot when the spark hits it.

	4
	“Ignite”
Vocabulary
	“What would spark do if it fell on something hot? Let’s look at the picture. What do you think ignite means?” The teacher will use the picture to help the student realize ignite means to set something on fire.

	“Blaze”

	“Look at the picture. What do you think blaze means? Notice how the fire is not in one spot now it is also over here” Teacher will get the student to understand blaze means dangerous fire by use of the picture.

	Teacher directions and activities to prepare students for writing:

 I want you to think about what this story was about so you can write a three-sentence summary and draw a picture to go along with it. I will give you some time to think about it and you can begin whenever you are ready.


	Prompt: Write three sentences describing what happened in the story. Draw a picture to go along with your response. 

	Scoring notes or Sample response:

Summary: First, a spark from the trains started the fire. The towns people had to evacuate while the hotshots fought the fire. The hotshots put out the fire and were able to relax.
Picture: A picture of hotshots putting out the fire 


	Differentiation Options (modify by content, process, and/or final product)
 

	 
English Language Learners (ELL)
	All ELL students should be profiled for their readiness on the topic. If they are unsure what a firefighter is build background knowledge on what their job is and explain that hotshots are the same thing but fight fires outside instead of in houses.  ELLs will receive picture vocab cards for each of the tier 2 and tier 3 vocabulary words and explicitly teach these terms using their native language words as well. These students should have a copy of the book in front of them in order to make sure of the visuals used in the book. The main goal for these students is to be able to identify what a hotshot is therefore their final writing will be “describe a hotshot” rather than the overall summary of the book. There also should be a translated copy of the book for the child available for them to read before reading the English version. 

	 
Language learner disabilities
	Students with learning disabilities will have vocabulary cards in front of them as the book is being read. They will have a story chart in front of them for them to identify what happens at the beginning middle and end which the teacher will reference to help them write their three sentences. They will have the chance to hear the book twice. Students can have the book in front of them when being read to. For the writing prompt include sentence starters and allow them to use the book to create their summary.
